(Using the product

1. To put the device into operation, use the supplied power cord to connect the
INPUT connector on the side of the device to a properly wired power socket,
that provides supply voltage in the above mentioned range.

2. Use suitable voltage supply cables to connect effect pedals or similar devices
which require 9 V == supply voltage at a maximum of 500 mA to outputs 1 - 5.
The maximum output power of 22.5 W must not be exceeded.

Danger of property damage by polarity reversal

Make sure that the polarity of the devices to be connected must be
\ A the same as the polarity of the power supply outputs (D—@—C).

To power a device with polarity-reversed voltage may damage it!

3. Each operational output is indicated by a green LED. If an output is switched
off due to overload, the LED turns off. Then disconnect the pedal in question
from the device. After approx. 2 seconds, the normal voltage supply is
restored here.

4. To supply another device with mains voltage use the supplied Kettle cable to
connect it to the OUTPUT connector on the side of the device.

5. To switch off the device, disconnect the power cord from the mains.
